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Ride Smart. Ride Safe. Do not permit children to drive or ride adult ATVs.

Children are involved in about one-third of all ATV-related deaths and hospital emergency room
injuries. Most of these deaths and injuries occur when a child is driving or riding on an adult ATV.
Children under 16 on adult ATVs are twice as likely to be injured as those riding youth ATVs. To help
stay safe, follow common sense safety tips. Take knowledge to the extreme and learn more about
these important tips to Work Smart. Ride Safe.
